Blessed is the One who comes in the name of the Lord, Hosanna 

in the highest. 
 

In Jesus, love incarnate, you heard and respond to the cries of 

creation. You are: 
 

The bread of life that nourish our deprived bodies.  

The cup of blessings that revives our thirsty souls.  
 

The gift of gathered community that strengthens our growing 

faith.
